A High View of Sovereignty
ÇThis means we recognize Godôs sovereignty as the key factor in Salvation.

ÇJohn 6:44 No one can come to Me unless the Father who sent Me draws himé

Ç John 6:65 ...no one can come to Me unless it has been granted him from the 

Father.

ÇWe teach  the òReformedó view of salvation in the acronym òTIP UP:ó 

1. Total Depravity--Apart from Godôs gracious initiative all remain dead in sin. 
2. Invincible Grace--Holy Spirit effectively draws to  faith all for whom Christ died. 
3. Particular Redemption--Christ died to save all whom the Father has chosen. 
4. Unconditional Election--Father has chosen to save many sinners, but not all.
5. Perseverance of the Saints--All whom God has chosen will persevere to the 

end.

ÇJohn 10:26-27 But you do not believe because you are not of My sheep. My

sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they  follow Me; and I give eternal life

to them, and they will never  perish; and no  one will snatch them  out of My hand. 

The Doctrines of Grace can be summed up in Paulõs statement,           
òHe saved us.ó (Titus 3:5). 



The 5 Solas of Reformed Doctrine
Ç HOFCC embraces the biblical gospel truths restored by God through the

reformers of the 16th century Protestant Reformation.

ÇCol. 2:8 See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and 

empty deception, according to the tradition of men, according to the 

elementary principles of the world, rather than according to Christ. 

1.  ñSola Scriptura!ò --On the Authority of the Bible Alone (Not Church Tradition)

2. ñSolusChristusò --Christ Alone Is Our Mediator (Not ñPriestsò or ñSaintsò)

3. ñSola Gratiaò--Saved By Godôs Grace Alone (Not By Our Own Worthiness)

4. ñSola Fideò --Justified by Faith Alone (Not by Our Religious Works)

5.  ñSoli DeoGloriaò --For the Glory of God Alone (Not the Glory of Any Man)

Ç 2 Thes. 2:15 So then, brethren, stand firm and hold to the traditions  which

you were  taught, whether by wordof mouth or by letter from us. 

Through the centuries Godôs word is repeatedly distorted -and for that 
reason Christôs church will need repeated revivals and reformations!



Embracing Historic Reformation Creeds
Ç This means that we recognize and support the Historic traditions of the 

church, from the earliest church fathers, which have articulated the 
theology we would today call orthodox, evangelical, reformed doctrine.

ÇCouncils from both the Early and Reformation ages of the Church have 
forged out rich, biblically-sound creeds and catechism which are reflected 
in the HOFCC Statement of Faith.  

Ç These creeds keep the modern church moored to historic interpretations of 
scripture so that we: éall attain to the unity of the faith and of the 
knowledge of the Son of God, to mature manhood,to the measure of the 
stature of the fullness of Christ, so that we may no longer be children, 
tossed to and fro by the waves and carried about by every wind of 
doctrineé(Eph 4:13-14).

Among others, two great creeds that HOFCC would recommend                        
for study are the Nicene Creed and the Westminster Confession.

Spirit and Truth in Worship
Ç This means we endeavor to be the kind of worshipers that our heavenly

Father seeks -unlimited by place or ceremony, yet faithful to the Bible.

Ç John 4:23-24 ñNeither here énor thereé true worshipers will worship the 

Father  in spirit and truth; for such people the Father seeks to be His worshipers. 

God is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.ò 

ÇWorship in Spirit: -Primarily that which expresses our heartséa spiritually 

authentic, passionate, meaningful expression of awe toward God. 

ÇWorship in Truth ïPrimarily that which expresses our mindsédoctrinally 

sound expressions of our growing understanding of who God is and what He

has done for us throughChrist, His cross and His resurrection.

ÇI Corinthians 14:15 é I will pray with the spirit and I will pray with the mind 

also; I will sing with the spirit and I will sing with the mind also.

True worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth



Recognizing Gifts in Operation
Ç This means we believe that the supernatural power and gifts of the Holy Spirit 

continue to operate in and through believers in Christôs church today.

Ç 1 Corinthians 12:4-13 & 31 Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit.

...But to each one is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good. é

the word of wisdom é the word of knowledge é faith égifts of healing é 

effecting of miracles, é prophecy, édistinguishing of spirits, étongues, é 

interpretation of tongues.  But one and the same Spirit works all these things, 

distributing to each one individually just as He wills. 

Ç 1Pet. 4:11 Whoever speaks, is to do soas one who is speaking the utterances of  God; 

Ç 1 Corinthians 14:26-27 What is the outcome then, brethren? When you assemble,

each one has a psalm, has a teaching, has a revelation, has a tongue, has an

interpretation. Let all things be done for edification. 

We are òcontinuationistó in that we embrace the continued             

presence of the Gifts of the Holy Spirit within the church today. 



The Church Ministering to Itself In Love
Ç This means that every believer accepts responsibility for playing his 

individual, God-appointed roles in ministering to the Body of Christ.

Ç Eph 4:11-14  And he gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the pastors 

and teachers, 12to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the 

body of Christ, 13until we all attain to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of 

the Son of God, to mature manhood,to the measure of the stature of the fullness 

of Christé

Ç God has both  equipped and called every believer to meaningful ministry role(s).

Ç 1 Cor12:21-26 The eye cannot say to the hand, "I have no need of you," nor 

again the head to the feet, "I have no need of youñé But God has so composed 

the body é that there may be no division in the body, but that the members 

may have the same care for one another. If one member suffers, all suffer 

together; if one member is honored, all rejoice together. 

Ministry is not left only for the pastor -but  performed by all members.
